6. Red Cross Event
The RED CROSS is conducting an emergency simulation on Jan 22, 2026, from 9am -2pm.  The event will train the attendees in how to run an emergency shelter in the event one was needed in Meadview.  This is open to the public to bring resiliency to all AZ communities in the event of an emergency.  Don Swartz is also working with State and County officials to get a generator paid for with a grant.  The goal is to become a disaster relief area with the Red Cross with the County-involved agencies. Date for CERT class will be announced later.

Don Martin shared that the county applied to be part of the Disaster Relief Program and FIMA denied it.  Our Governor has appealed because if AZ rural communities are not recognized as part of the program cost could exceed $200,000 dollars for damages.  The September storm caused major issues to other communities like Golden Valley, Oatman, & Globe as well.  The county is working to take care of Meadview.  
As for the PARK, some hurtles are yet to be looked into.  First of all, property needs to be designated.  
Paul Maglion is working on some upcoming star gazing events.
Sharon Baur shared that the MCA and Historical Museum are partnering to do a native seed plant demonstration on how to plant native seeds to keep the area looking natural and assist with flood control. Clearing lots invites evasive weeds to grow and cause damage.
